Even to this day, when I elevate the
Lord of Hosts at Mass and say, “Behold the Lamb of God, behold Him Who takes away the sins
of the world,” it’s as if all the richness of my priesthood is captured in that single moment.

When I am no longer your pastor, it won’t mean that I’ll stop being a priest. [ will gladly be
available to help my brothers who might need a little R&R or simply take a day off. But for now,
I just want to assure you that whether I am celebrating Mass in another parish or alone in my
home, you, who I love so much, will always be there celebrating with me.
